Minister of Labour, So-
cial Protection and Fam-
ily. She has also piloted
courses with two Moldo-
van cohorts and students
who participated in the
York/CUNY  summer
2013 Study Aboard pro-
gram in Moldova. In
addition, Dr. Rodgers
participated in a co-
teaching curriculum be-
tween Moldovan and
U.S. faculty. She pro-
vided overview of rec-
ommendations for
course revisions provid-
ed to Dr. Vadim Moldo-
van, Founder and Presi-
dent of Project Casa
Mare International Cen-
ter for Advancement of
Social Work in Coun-
tries with Transition
Economies.

Since her designation
as a Fulbright Specialist
Awardee in 2013, Dr.
Rodgers was invited by
the Romanian-U.S. Ful-
bright Commission to
serve as a scientific con-
sultant in Social Work
for the ongoing Ful-
bright Senior Award
competition.
