Course Description 
ENG125 Composition I: Introduction to College Writing. 3 hr + 1 hr conference, 3 cr. This course introduces students to academic reading and writing practices and strategies through close reading, textual analysis, writing, and revision. Focusing primarily on expository, analytical, and academic texts, students develop their critical thinking skills and are introduced to the fundamentals of college-level research. Students will spend one hour per week in conferences, collaborative learning activities, or peer review. Preq: By placement exam.

Learning Objectives
· Read and listen critically and analytically, including identifying an argument’s major assumptions and assertions and evaluating its supporting evidence. 

· Write clearly and coherently in varied, academic formats (such as formal essays, research papers, and reports) using standard English and appropriate technology to critique and improve one’s own and others’ texts.

· Demonstrate research skills using appropriate technology, including gathering, evaluating, and synthesizing primary and secondary sources. 

· Support a thesis with well-reasoned arguments, and communicate persuasively across a variety of contexts, purposes, audiences, and media. 

· Formulate original ideas and relate them to the ideas of others by employing the conventions of ethical attribution and citation.

Reading Responses (RR) and Quizzes:
You will compose 250 word responses to assigned readings (please see RR guidelines on Blackboard under “Assignments” and refer to Course Outline for due dates). Occasional quizzes will require you to answer questions about assigned texts. Late RRs will not be accepted.
Student-led Discussions (SLD) 
This is an opportunity to facilitate productive conversations, share your work with your classmates, and exchange feedback. Details and sign up will follow.
Paper #1 (15%), Paper #2 (25%), and Paper #3 (30%)
Paper #1 (3-4 pages), Paper #2 (3-4 pages), and Paper #3 (5-6 pages) involve drafting, revising, and submitting a detailed analysis of course readings with a Works Cited page. *Papers must be written in 12 point Times New Roman font with one-inch margins. Paper drafts and revision due dates are listed in the Course Outline. These deadlines are non-negotiable. Details will follow.
*NO LATE WORK (RESPONSES, PAPERS, OR ASSIGNMENTS) WILL BE ACCEPTED. If you cannot complete assignments because of illness or emergency, you must let me know. We will discuss how to proceed at that time.

Annotated Bibliography (10%)
This assignment involves identifying and evaluating the sources centered around a research question. You will present your research question and plans to the class on the day this bibliography is due. Details will follow.
Final Examination (10%)
This is a department-wide exam. It will take place during the scheduled exam period.
Academic Honesty
