Item # 1: Call to Order

The Senate Plenary Meeting began at 12:42 pm and was called to order by President Keizs. 
Minutes from the February 28, 2012 Senate Plenary meeting was reviewed and passed with 1 abstention.  
President Keizs thanked the co-chairs of Periodic Review Report (PRR) committee, Prof. Chirico, Prof. Acker, and Prof. Paglione. PRR is due June 13, 2013. Work on Pathways Project is moving along.
An annual fundraiser will be held on April 30, 2012. Faculty members are encouraged to contribute $100 that will go toward York Merit Scholarship fund. 

President Keizs congratulated Nursing program, Physician Assistant, and Clinical Laboratory Technician programs for having their accreditation approved.  Teacher Education program is working on generating an institutional report for their accreditation.  
York College is trying to connect with the alumni. President Keizs visited two alumni in Fort Lauderdale and Florida Keys areas. Dr. Daniel McGhee’s father (former professor) was highly acknowledged as a faculty mentor.

Item# 2: Faculty Caucus Report

Prof. Mawyer reported that the Caucus has approved Dr. Marta Moreno Vega as a candidate for the honorary degree. Prof. Mawyer reported that the following slate of six names has been approved to form the pool for a Disciplinary panel. The names have now been passed to VP Walker-Johnson.

Item# 3: Student Caucus Report

Student Government is planning to organize a Scholarship Awareness Day, no date set yet.

Senior Ball will be held on May 30, 2012. Students will have to pay $20 per person and Faculty/ Guest will have to pay $50 per person to attend the Ball.  After April 30, cost will be $30 per person for students.

Item# 4: Curriculum Committee Report

Prof. Letteney presented the Curriculum Committee report. Curriculum Committee meeting was held on March 6, 2012 and all proposals presented today at the Senate meeting were passed by the Curriculum Committee.
Health Professions/ Clinical Lab Sciences 

This proposal is strictly informational and no vote is needed. 
Behavioral Sciences
PSY 319 (Web) was proposed as a new course. The New Course proposal was reviewed and passed by the Senate. 
Foreign Languages
A course change is proposed for ESL 150 to make it permanently hybrid. The Course Change proposal was passed by the Senate. 
Health Professions/ Clinical Lab Sciences
There was a proposed Revised Major Design for Clinical Lab Sciences. There was a New Course proposal for HPMT 362. There were Course Change proposals for HPMT 252, HPMT 330, HPMT 332, HPMT 341, HPMT 343, HPMT 351, HPMT 352, HPMT 353, HPMT 354, HPMT 357, HPMT 353, HPMT 361, HPMT 459, and HPMT 460. All proposals were reviewed and passed by the Senate. 

Health Professions/ Nursing
A Revised Major Design was proposed for the RN to BS degree in Nursing program. This change will help students with associate degrees to get few more credits as they start their education at York College. Proposal was reviewed and passed by the Senate.

Occupational Therapy (OT)
Course Change proposal for OT 318, OT 411, and OT 432 were reviewed and passed by the Senate. 

Business and Economics

A New Major Design was proposed with new track of Logistics and Supply Chain Management, and new courses designs for BUS 366, BUS 367, BUS 368, BUS 369, BUS 371, BUS 372, BUS 373, BUS 374, and BUS 240 were proposed. These courses are designed to prepare students for entry or advancement in logistics and supply chain management. President Keizs asked what is Supply Chain Management. Dean Ntoko explained that it deals with purchasing inputs, managing transportation, designing and locating facilities, and monitoring logistics-related processes. For example, currently, Walmart and FedEx are the largest in moving supplies internationally. 

A New Minor Design in Business was proposed. Course change proposals for BUS 301 and BUS 341 were also proposed. 
All proposed were reviewed and passed by the Senate. 
Biology
Revision to Biotechnology major was proposed. New Course proposals for BIO 302/ Btec 302 were reviewed and passed by the Senate. Prof. Silberklang said that the purpose of the course is to fill in gaps for Biotech students. It is a required course for Biotech students and optional for students in Pharmaceutical program. Biology majors can take this course. It is a lab course. 
Prof. Letteney said that if departments have course proposals, they should send the template to Assistant Provost Henke. Chancellor’s report is due today, March 27. 2012 at 5 pm. If missed, there will be no chance to send it until June 2012. If proposals do not make it to the Chancellor’s report, they cannot start in Fall 2012. 

Item# 5: Committee on Instructions Report
Prof. Kirk (Chairperson of the Committee on Instructions) presented the new instrument for Student Evaluation of Teaching Effectiveness. Prof. D’Alotto said that Q15 (Instructor taught the course as stated in the syllabus) is very rigid. He said that it does not take into consideration changes in class schedule because of natural calamities and that it should be reworded. Prof. Hux said that syllabus should be flexible but the flexibility of it should be mentioned in the syllabus. A friendly amendment for Q15 was seconded by Prof. Barnes and was up for discussion. Prof. Marion said that he needs more convincing that Q15 is not actually evaluating whether classes are held according to the syllabus. Prof. Simon said that the instrument is a big improvement from what we currently have and should be implemented. A motion to vote on the friendly amendment was approved and seconded. Friendly amendment was voted down.  
Prof. Avi-Itzhak said that Prof. Kirk’s statement on the instrument measuring multi-dimensional vector is problematic. Dr. Shao-Wei Wu clarified and said that it measures one-dimensional vector. 
Questions were asked on the implementation procedure and timeline of the instrument. Prof. Levey said that currently faculty gets to see the whole assessment and now that the instrument will collect demographic information, is there a procedure placed on how evaluations will be presented to faculty and what they can see. Prof. McGhee said that he thinks March 30, 2012 as evaluation submission deadline is significantly early. Provost Griffith mentioned that the deadline is only for this particular semester in order to accommodate faculty who are coming up for review for tenure. Prof. Letteney asked if there is a plan to review and update the instrument, as well as review implementation procedure after its first implementation. Prof. Kirk said that the instrument is open for review in future but there is also a lack of availability of resources. Prof. Letteney asked if the instrument can be used for online courses. In response to that, Prof. Kirk said that the challenge is to decide if SEEQ is useful for online and hybrid courses. No robust literature review has been done on that and also the institution cannot administer two instruments. 
The new instrument for Student Evaluation of Teaching Effectiveness was passed by the Senate with 1 no and 3 abstentions. 
President Keizs applauded the Committee on Instructions members for their good work and said that work needs to be done on implementation procedure. Prof. Mawyer applauded President Keizs for her leadership. 
Meeting adjourned at 1:50pm.
