Item # 1: Call to Order

The Senate Plenary Meeting began at 12:45 and was called to order by Prof. Thomas Marion. Minutes from prior meetings (May 10, 2011 and May 17, 2011) were reviewed and accepted unanimously by the Senate. 
Provost Griffith welcomed Geneva M. Walker-Johnson, Vice President of Student Development Alfred Ntoko, Dean of School of Business and Information Systems and Lynne Clark, Dean for the School of Health and Behavioral Sciences. 

Provost Griffith congratulated the following faculty members on their promotions.

Provost Griffith congratulated Prof. Samuel Hux on being the Convocation Professor. 

Provost announced that Prof. Howard Ruttenberg, Prof. Debra Swoboda (on sabbatical), and Prof. William Divale are participating in the Pathways Project. Provost said that faculty participation in committees is very important, not just their attendance.
Item# 2: Senate Elections
1. Vice Chair of Senate: Prof. Thomas Marion (Faculty) was elected who ran against Mr. Billy Metallinos (Student Government)

2. Senate Secretary: Prof. Anamika Dasgupta was elected (unanimous)

3. Senate Parliamentarian: Prof. Tim Corkery was elected (unanimous)

Item# 3: FY 12 Proposed Compact Investment Plan

Interim VP Ron Thomas presented York College’s FY 12 Proposed Compact Investment Plan. He handed out the plan that includes Targeted Faculty Hiring ($224K), Student Support Services ($78K), CUNYFirst ($75K), Targeted College Priorities ($219K), Financial Aid ($52K). Provost clarified that positions for Nursing and Teacher Education are considered new by the University and positions from last year are not considered new. 

IVP Thomas said that concerns about not including Veterans Affairs in the plan should be forwarded to him. 

VP Thomas explained that the Compact is composed of four basic principles: Philanthropy, Achieving Efficiencies, Maintenance of Effort, and Rational Tuition Increase. Maintenance of Effort requires that the legislature will fund CUNY in the upcoming year at a minimum at the level of funding of the current year.  Community colleges have had this commitment for some years.  The dollar amount is determined by the University, not individual campuses. 

CUNYFirst will replace SIMS. Provost Griffith said that CUNYFirst is a university wide enterprise and York faculty and staff are involved in it. Sharon Davidson, Barbara Manuel, and Prof. David Ajuluchukwu are involved in this project. 

IVP Thomas mentioned that Compact funding is not enough to hire full-time staff except faculty. Certain areas such as Undergraduate Research and Veterans Affairs did not make it into York’s Compact Investment Plan this year. 
Item# 4: Faculty Caucus Report

Prof. Farley Mawyer emphasized the importance of committee members’ participation and said that he is looking forward to working with the students and administration in a productive manner. 

Item# 5: Student Caucus Report

Executive Director, Ms. Tamjida Islam from Student Government reported that 50 members attended the Hudson Valley meeting. Student government organized Freshman Student Orientation for new students. New books were purchased and 2 new microwave ovens were purchased for student use. Student Government computer lab is now open to students. An Annual Community Dinner will be held on November 22, 2011. 

Item# 6: Curriculum Committee Report

Prof. Susan Letteney presented a report from the Curriculum Committee meeting held on Sept. 6, 2011. Prof. Dan Robie has been re-elected as the Curriculum Committee Secretary. Prof. Timothy Kirk has been elected as the Parliamentarian of the Curriculum Committee. The Handbook for Curriculum Committee is available on the Blackboard. There was a training session held on Tuesday, Sept. 20, 2011 for Curriculum Committee members. 

Changes to ACC 103 course (Accounting and Finance Department) were reviewed and passed by the Senate.

Changes to Phil/ Soc 202 course (Social Sciences Department) were reviewed and passed by the Senate. 

GenEd proposal was not voted on because there was no quorum. Prof. Letteney encouraged faculty and students to come to Curriculum Committee meetings to avoid such a situation. 

Student government requested that Prof. Letteney send them meeting information by e-mail. 

Prof. Thomas Marion encouraged faculty to use correct format for new course proposals and course change proposals to speed up the review process. Formats are available on Blackboard.
