v. Health & Physical Education: New Course Proposals:  GERO 210 is proposed to strengthen the educational content of the program. Revised Major Designs:
1.  Gerontology- 
a. Adjustment to changes resulting from general education requirements due to Pathways,
b. Better meets educational competencies identified in our preliminary program review, and 
c. Increases the availability of course electives needed to graduate.  Number of credits increased from 49 to 56.
